Lesson Plan Title: “Not for ourselves only, but for future generations”.

Skills Covered: 
· analyzing primary source documents, 
· interpreting written information, 
· comparing and finding similarities and differences, 
· making conclusion, 
· expressing opinion.

General Goal(s): analysis of the historical events of a certain period in the history of the USA, integrated analysis of the work of Art based on combination of factual picture and the background knowledge.

Specific Objectives: 
· Learning in detail the historical period of early development of democracy in Ohio State. 
· Revision of some grammar phenomenon: past and present simple tenses, degrees of comparison and ways to express comparison. 
· Vocabulary work with words related to architecture. 

· Enrichment of students’ vocabulary by introducing and reinforcing arts related terms.

Instructional Procedures:
I. Warm-up or lead-In (5 minutes):

If we go out and look around we shall see a great number of buildings. But each of them differs from the other ones. There are many reasons for that.  Work in pairs and name some of them and explain your point of view (Then they speak out with their ideas. The teacher helps them to state the reason. The other students can add).

II. Step-by-step procedure 

1. Activity 1 (3 minutes). Look at the picture of one building.

Answer the questions in small groups:

a) What country is the building located in? 

b) What’s the purpose of the building? What is there in the building?

c) Are there many visitors? Who might come there?

d) What is there near the building?

(While the students answer the questions, the teacher makes notes on the blackboard. Them they come to some kind of conclusion).

· Basement is a part of the house below the ground level;

· Column is a tall and cylindrical element of design, usually used to support a building or as a decoration;

· Cornerstone is the first element or piece of construction material, usually put with a special ceremony;

· Exterior is everything that can be found near and around some certain object;

· Foundation is a part of the basis of a house above the ground level;

· Heating is a system that helps to make a house or a room warm and comfortable;

· Interior is everything you can find inside a building or the inner part of it;

· Limestone is a kind of material for building or construction;

· Masonry is a part of construction made of brick or stone, joined with cement or some bonding material;

· Ventilation system gives an opportunity to air a room or a building.

Porch is a structural element at the door with a floor and a roof but no walls;

Pediment / gable is a triangle above the entrance;

Pilaster is a square column attached to the wall of a building for decoration; 

Column / pillar is a tall upright round post to support a roof; 

Dome / cupola is a round roof of a building;

Drum is an architectural element that looks like a drum;

Rotunda is a round building or a hall, very often with a dome;

Front is a side or surface that faces forward;
